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CREDIT TO
KRUSCHEV

GREAT light falls on
the Dbitfer Russian-
Chinese quarrel and
explains much that has
been inexplicable.

It is the Peking disclosure
that in 1957 Russia agreed
to supply China with the
atom bomb and nuclear
know-how, but that in 19859
this treaty was torn up by
MR. KRUSCHEV.

The exact dates are highly
significant. MR. KRUSCHEV is
alleged to have ended the
agreement in June 1959.
This was only three months
before he went to the U.S.
for the Camp David talks
with PRESIDENT KISENHOWER.

In October he was In Peking
making a laudatory speech
about IKE and the Western
world. The Chinese Foreign
Minister, CHEN YI, re-
sponded with a violent
attack on American Im-
perialism. Now we know
why.

In 1960 a Summit meeting was
to be held in the “ spirit of
Camp David.” But this was
wrecked in advance by the
shooting down of the
American spy-plane, U2,

over the Soviet Union.

OW we can more easily

understand KRUSCHEV'S
intense rage with the Presi-
DENT. He had even gone back
on an arrangement-with his
Chinese allies to pursue his
policy of co-existenece—and
apparently to no purpose.

If the Chinese revelations are
true we have been given a
fascinating glimpse into
recent secret history, and
the complexities of KRUSCHEV.

He had It in his grasp to form
a mighty nuclear Com-
munist Power of some
1,000,000,000 people, but he
put it aside. He undoubtedly
pondered the danger to
Russla of giving nuclear
weapons to the Chinese, but
another man might never-
theless have been tempted.

Mr. KRuScHEV has shown
statesmanship and courage.
Let us give credit where
eredit is due.

LONELY SOULS

OME people fall into the

crevices of the Welfare
State with little hope of
rescue., Among them are
the 1,700,000 lonely souls
mentioned in a Department
of Soeial Sclence report.

They cannot be helped by
grants, treatment, routine
care and that sort of thing,
for their problem is inherent
in the human personality.

Then if younsg-
people would seek them out
and fill in part of their
empty days. the total of
loneliness would rapidly
diminish.

It is a task not for Christmas
only, but the year round.
