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[bookmark: _GoBack]The Sunday Times is best known for investigative journalism and campaigning, developing a reputation for in-depth information and methodically researched, long-term news stories. The Insight team, focusing on investigative journalism, was established in 1963, and on occasion it has also caused controversy, publishing content that has offered a dissenting voice. In this archive researchers can follow some of the most impactful journalism of recent decades, through articles by some of the most respected journalists of the 20th century, covering a broad range of issues both domestic and international. This archive brings two centuries of news together in one resource, including the supplements. The main value lies in its extensive cross-disciplinary reach, offering perspectives on both national and international issues and stories. It contains content that us not available in any Times archive, as the Sunday Times was an entirely distinct paper from The Times until 1966, and has been editorially independent since then.
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
