We are currently trialling the digitised Daily Mail Historical Archive 1896-2004, which you can try for yourself: simply search for the archive on the library database, or access it directly at this link: [LIBRARY INSERT LINK].

This is the fully-searchable digital archive, allowing researchers and students to search the full text of over one million pages of the newspaper’s backfile, including the rare Daily Mail Atlantic Edition. The Daily Mail has been at the heart of British journalism since 1896, regularly changing the course of government policy and setting the national debate, and has never been a stranger to controversy. It set itself apart from other newspapers by offering short and engaging news stories, written with human interest in mind.

[bookmark: _GoBack]It was an overnight success, firmly establishing itself as the paper for ‘middle Britain’, and as a result it provides an insight into the interests of the mass-market, ‘everyman’ reader, with a greater focus on populist and sensationalist coverage than the broadsheet newspapers. This gives it a distinctive voice on both British and world history, providing an important alternative voice as a historical resource.

Gale partners with a variety of organizations to digitally scan primary source materials from original documents, in some cases from archives that are difficult to access. The application of Optical Character Recognition (OCR) technology makes the archives fully text-searchable, and the Gale Primary Sources platform allows these searches to be carried out across multiple archives simultaneously. Gale’s proprietary search technology allows you to expand on your search results, with Term Clusters showing direct links to other documents closely associated with your search, and Term Frequency showing the appearance of search terms over time.
